COOK TEAM ARRIVAL: 
 
Our official time for allowing teams to enter their team space is 10 am on Friday, May 10th.  All 
teams must check in prior to set up. Teams may arrive earlier than 10 am, and depending 
on how the setup for the event is going, we may be able to allow teams to enter their 
spaces earlier than 10 am. For this year we will be selling tickets and both ends of the 
row of cook teams.

COMPETITION INFORMATION 
 
Mystery Meat and Judged Chicken Wing – NO COST TO PARTICIPATE: 
 

• Mystery Meat – 6 pm turn-in time - $100 Prize - Each participant will receive the meat at 
the 3:30 pm cooks’ meeting.  Using the item, the participant can prepare it any way they 
wish. At least 6 samples must be provided.   

• Judged Chicken Wing – 6:30 pm turn-in time - $100 Prize – In addition to the Lord of the 
Wings competition, there will be a separate judged wing event. Only teams 
participating in Lord of the Wings are eligible to enter. At least 6 samples must be 
provided.  

 
Tasters Choice Competition –  
 
These two competitions have the largest direct impact on our community.  The funds 
raised thru taster tickets are used for multiple rotary charity events and community 
efforts.  Your support is highly encouraged and needed.   

 
o Competition Rules 

§ If you receive wings or butts, you must participate. 
§ Purchasing tickets by cook teams to stack their ticket count is not permitted. 
§ Trading tickets with other cook teams are not permitted.   
§ Provided meat is only allowed to be used for the event.  After the competition ends, 

any remaining meat will belong to the cook team.   
 

o Lord of the Wings – Trophy and $750 
§ A people's choice competition will feature chicken wings from 5:30 pm to 8:30 pm on 

Friday night. Cook Teams must have Wings Available at 5:15 pm 
§ Each participating BBQ team will prepare chicken wings, and the public will judge. 

Concertgoers can purchase a book of 4 taster tickets, including one voting ticket. After 
sampling different teams’ wings, the taster will give the voting ticket to the best team 
they liked.  

§ Each cook team is responsible for distributing the wings at their cook site.   
§ The Team with the most voting tickets will be crowned this year's Lord of The Wings.  
§ The winner will receive a trophy and $750.   
§ All teams will receive wings to assist you in the event.  A survey will go out on 

April 28th to determine the number of wings you would like in increments of 
250.  

§ Any team caught using the wings for anything other than the Lord of the Wings 
competition will be disqualified from the entire event.   



 
o Saturday People’s Choice Pork – Trophy and $750 

§ From 11:30 am to 2:30 pm on Saturday, a people's choice competition will feature pork 
butt. Cook Teams must have Pork Available at 11:15 am. 

§ Each participating BBQ team will be preparing its own pork butts, and the public will 
judge. Festival goers can purchase a book of 4 taster tickets, including one voting ticket. 
After sampling different team's BBQ, they give the voting ticket to the team they liked 
the best.  

§ Each cook team is responsible for distributing the wings at their cook site.   
§ The Team with the most voting tickets will be crowned this year's People’s Choice Pork.   
§ The winner will receive a trophy and $750.   
§ All teams will receive pork butts to assist you in the event.  A survey will go out 

on April 28th to determine the number of butts you would like in increments of 
2.  

§ Any team caught using the butts for anything other than the People’s Choice 
Pork competition will be disqualified from the entire event.
